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English Ivy Removal Day and Volunteer Training Project
California State Parks and the California Native Plant Society North Coast Chapter’s English ivy removal day and volunteer training project.  
Originally from Europe, English ivy is a highly invasive exotic plant that invades forests.  It was first introduced to Humboldt County with European settlement of this area.  It currently occurs in a number of Parks in the North Coast Redwoods District.  Two Parks, Patrick’s Point State Park and Trinidad State Beach are highly infested with English ivy.  As English ivy spreads, it alters natural ecosystems, quickly crowding out native vegetation on the forest floor and grows up trees weighing down branches and can eventually cause tree failure.  In addition, infestations can reduce recreational opportunities such as hiking, bird watching, and wildflower viewing.  Without treatment, the infestation of this exotic weed will continue to expand reducing the effectiveness of future control efforts and likely resulting in loss of habitat for native species. 

There is public concern over the expanding infestation at these two coastal Parks and interest in helping California State Parks in controlling this highly invasive weed.  The purpose of this project is to start controlling English ivy within Patrick’s Point State Park and Trinidad State Beach and to create a volunteer base devoted to removing English ivy in these Parks.  Interested volunteers will learn how to control this species and become official California State Park volunteers.
